1. CHAIR REMARKS

David Feinberg introduced Ron Kilcoyne, Transportation Director of the City of Santa Clarita who was in
attendance for Nicole Kvarda. David said the municipal operators continue to negotiate with MTA on the
Proposition C - 40% Discretionary funds and hopes for some resolution in the near future. He noted that
the BOS subcommittee for CMAQ guidelines had met with Nalini Ahuja of MTA and that the results of the
meeting will be in the BOS agenda next month for approval. David mentioned that the BOS comments on
the role of the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) will be discussed at the next TAC meeting. He also
noted that the language on the Consent Decree brought forth by MTA attorneys was rewritten at the last
TAC meeting to lessen the broadness of the previous language.

APPROVAL OF 8/31/99 BOS MEETING MINUTES

David Feinberg asked for any comments and/or changes to the 7/28/99 BOS meeting minutes. David
commended Andy Galindez of MTA for a good summary of the last BOS meeting’s presentations. Kathryn
Engel of Montebello moved for approval of the minutes and was seconded by David Rzepinski of LADOT.
The motion passed.

3. LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Michael Turner of MTA Government Relations gave the group an update on legislation. He said that SB
372 (previously SB l l01) was now pending before the Governor foractlon. A lot ofdiscussion went 
in Sacramento about transportation funding issues that were at the table last year but no bill got out of this
legislative session. The Burton package, which had both the bonds and the procedures for renewing local
sales taxes for transportation funding, will return next year in one form or another. Michael noted that at
the Federal level the appropriations bill is proceeding slowly. He said that the Senate version of this.bill
was passed without the transit equity provisions that would of adversely affected California and New York.
He noted that both the California and New York delegations were effective in getting those provisions
deleted. He said the bill was headed for a conference committee in October and could become a part of an
omnibus package like last year’s appropriations package.



Proposition A dollars. The indicators continued to be published but had no effect on the allocation of the
twenty percent of the Proposition A 40% Discretionary monies. Nalini ~nentioned that although the
Proposition A Guidelines require the use some of the TPM indicators, a "good faith effort" to meet
perfon’aance criteria allows the operator to receive the full allocation. Nalini asked the group to agree to
use the same four indicators with a simplified mathematical formula. Kathryn Engel said that since there
has been a lot of turnover in BOS representation, the group should revisit the guidelines to get familiar with
the formula and the calculations. This will allow for a general and what has happened since. Kathryn said
that before making any changes the group should be familiar with the guidelines and have a general
understanding of the process and its history to see if the formula needs to be simplified or the process
modified. She said that revisions of guidelines and funding applications should be done with the group’s
awareness of the issues. She did not favor change simply because "it was 1999 and we are ready for a
change." Kathryn noted that the TPM program was in place until the MTA could not comply with the
requirements. Nalini said that it was up to BOS to link the TPM numbers to the funding dollars. Josee
Larochelle of MTA Operations said that she was not in favor of linking any fi.mding allocations to
performance measures. Josee said she was in favor of presenting the TPM numbers for all the municipal
operators, including MTA Operations, to the Board; ensuring that everyone’s definitions of the variables
were the same so that the numbers were comparable; and, choosing a set of variables that everyone wants
to see. She also noted that she was in favor of sharing information and knowledge of what programs the
municipal operators have implemented and the results achieved. Kathryn said that they should consider
resurrecting the old standards and then decide at what point and if they are linked to the funding
mechanism. Nalini said that she did not want the resurrection of the old standards but changing the way the
TPM criteria are computed mathematically. She said the current formula was cumbersome and difficult to
explain. Mike Busch of Arcadia said that each agency should compute the numbers for themselves and not
rely on MTA to do the computations. Nalini said that the data comes from audited Section 15 numbers.
Josee Larochelle said that she would like to know how other agencies compute their Section 15 statistics.
The group agreed to set up a meeting to go over definitions and categories of variables used in the TPM
form and how Section 15 statistics are computed. Bob Hildebrand of Gardena asked if the TPM form to be
used was the one with the split-funding columns (dedicated form of funding). Kathryn said that the split-
funding form was the correct one to use. Kathryn asked Nalini how auxiliary revenues were defined. She
said that these were monies other than farebox revenues and MTA’s regional subsidies. Nalini said she
would provide the group with definitions of the variables. Ron Cunningham said he wanted to see the
numbers first and then decide whether these numbers should be tied to funding allocations. Kathryn noted
that there are discrepancies in what agencies report on the Section 15 forms and that the group should
strive for consistency so that valid comparisons cau be made between agencies. Ron said that problems
arise when a transit agency has costs that are paid for by the city and do not appear on the agency’s books,
in particular overhead items that are not allocated to transit. Kathryn said she would provide the group
with a "data consistency report" that Montebello developed with their auditors. In has kept them in
compliance with federal regulators and the MTA. David Feinberg said he would try to set up a special
BOS meeting in October to go over this issue if he can get an FTA consultant to attend. Kathryn said that
it was difficult to get MTA to deal with funding allocations in a fair manner with the municipal operators.
She mentioned to the group that there were ways, such as the TPM program, to restrict MTA funding to. get
the MTA to deal fairly with the funding allocations. She said that MTA has been taking money off-the-top
for Consent Decree funds and the municipal operators are informed after the fact. She said she did not
advocate the use of these tactics but noted that it had already been two years since the municipal operators
have been in discussions with MTA to disburse the Proposition C 40% Discretionary funds in a manner
that they deem to be fair.

7. CONSENT DECREE UPDATE

Jim McLaughlin of MTA gave the group an update on the Consent Decree. Jim said that there was a
special MTA Board meeting scheduled for tomorrow on Judge Hatter’s ruling. He said that the ruling told
the MTA to put 248 buses into service within 30 days which was a problematic order for the MTA to
fulfill. He said the MTA is currently short on bus operators. The ruling said that MTA needed to get the
248 buses plus 49 spares for a total of 297 buses in order to comply with the 1.35 Load Factor Target. It



the "caveat" language. Ron Cunningham said that some Board members believe this language oversteps
the original intent of Director’s Molina motion. Bob Hildebrand said it was his understanding that the
"caveat" language was something that MTA attorneys had written and that the Board had not specifically
approved this language. Larry went over MTA’s Fund Lapsing Policies and asked from input from BOS on
these policies. Larry said the review of these lapsing policies were due to Consent Decree funding issues.
He said that one of the policies specifies that an MOU must be executed by December 31 of the year the
funding was approved. A second policy says that if the deadline is met then the funds must be obligated
between 12 and 18 months after the MOU was executed, tfthe funds are not obligated in this time period
then a series of steps for lapsing the funds begins. The third policy says that the funds need to be spent
within three years of the allocation. Mike Busch noted that if funds are deobligated the money goes back
to the pot and asked if MTA’s senior management knew this. Larry asked for comments from members as
soon as possible since he needed to give this input to MTA staff in charge of writing this year’s Call for
Projects MOU’s. Kathryn Engel asked if these policies would apply only to the current Call for Projects or
if they would be retroactive to previous Calls. Larry said they applied to the current Call and were not
retroactive. Br3,nn said that a city needs about two months to process an MOU. Kathryn agreed and said
that the policy should read that the MOU needs to be executed within 90 days after receipt by the operator
of the MOU instead of the December 31 deadline. She also said that the three years for spending the
money should start being counted from date the MOU was executed and not from the date the funding was
approved. David Feinberg asked that the item and comments received be brought to the next BOS
meeting.

9. SECTION 5307 BALANCES

Gladys Lowe of MTA handed out a draft table that had the Section 5307 (Section 9) fund balances for each
operator. Gladys asked the operators to review the numbers and to get back to her with any discrepancies
or questions. Gladys noted that these fund balances were the maximum amount of dollars that an operator
could request from the FTA in their next grant application. She said that these balances are also examined
for the TIP. Gladys reminded the group that when they send-an application to the FTA they need to send a
copy to SCAG. She told the group to indicate in the application the breakdown of CMAQ and Section 9
monies. She told the group to call her for instructions or questions on filing the grant applications.

I0. BOS ELECTIONS

Kathryn Engel referred to the slate of nominated officers for this year listed in the agenda. The full
membership could not be consulted so she opened the floor for nominations. None were forthcoming so
she closed the nominations. Kathryn then motioned for a vote on the proposed slate of officers. After
receiving a second to the motion Kathryn then asked the group to accept the slate of officers. Members
approved the leadership slate unanimously with no abstentions. David Feinberg thanked the group for the
vote of confidence in his re-election as Chair and thanked Brynn Kernaghan and Mike Busch for their help
during the past year. David also commended MTA staffers Larry Torres, Andy Galindez, and Carol Martin
for their diligent work in support of BOS.

11. NEW BUSINESS

David Feinberg said that a review of the goals and objectives that he had set for BOS early in the year
showed that most had been met. He said that a revision of the Proposition A and C guidelines remains to
be done but that it would have to wait until the issue of the Proposition C - 40% Discretionary was
resolved. David noted that since he has been Chair, 11 of the 17 seats have changed representatives. He

said. that he would be calling members in the next few days to enlist them for chairing and participatio~ in
varmus committees and subcommittees. David thanked the group for their support and expressed the hope
for a productive new year. Meeting adjourned until Tuesday, October 26, 1999, 9:30 a.m., at MTA
headquarters.

The MTA and the Los Angeles
City Council signed an agreement
Iuly 24, 1997, that committed the
City to providing the MTA $200
million over eight years to assist
with the construction of the
MTA’s rail program.

On September 29, the MTA
Board of Directors voted to
approve a draft amendment to
the Agreement. Discussions
between the MTA and the City
of Los Angeles are continuing.
On August 26, 1998, the Los
Angeles City Council approved a
motion to explore the feasibility
of a transportation zone in the
San Femando Valley.

The MTA and City of Los Angeles Chief
Legislative Analyst (CLA) are currently
negotiating the balance of the agreement.

On May 4, 1999, the Los Angeles City
Council unanimously adopted a resolution to
formally direct city staffto amend the
current agreement with the MTA.

On February 25, 1999, the MTA Board
voted to give the public, municipal transit
agencies, transit unions and others an
additional month to comment on draft
guidelines for proposed new transit zone
recommendations. The board will consider
this motion at it’s April 29, 1999, meeting.

On April 29, the MTA Board approved the
zone pre-applications but voted to adopt the
Local Transit Zone Guidelines. Staff was
directed to continue to work with the
applicants to revise the guidelines. The board
will consider the revised guidelines at it’s
May 27, 1999, meeting.
