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CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 9:43 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Subcommittee approved the minutes of the October 1, 1992 and the October 8, 1992 meetings.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Staff discussed the defeat of Proposition 156 and fact that analysis is pending on its affect to the
transportation blueprint for Los Angeles County. Staff also reviewed SB1435, including the formula

¯ allocation provision therein and the planning provisions resulting from the SB1431 compromise.

Staff will provide the BOS a list of newly elected local and state officials.

INTER-COUNTY EXPRESS BUS PLAN

LACTC staff provided a draft report on the Inter-County Express Bus Plan. The draft plan provides
implementation, policy, operational and scheduling plans for joint regional transit service between Los
Angeles, Orange, Riverside and San Bernadino Counties. Subcommittee members expressed several
concerns regarding potential funding, projected ridership data, etc.

Staff advised BOS members of the public hearing scheduled for December 9, 1992, and for adoption by
the Commission on December 16, 1992.

BUS SECURITY SYSTEM-WIDE

The ]BOS Ad Hoe Committee on Bus Security presented a report on bus security issues and possible
solutions. LACTC staff discussed the BOS concerns and the need for continued dialogue.

Also, staff advised the BOS that the LACTC would be establishing an advisory committee, comprised
of law enforcement representatives and one League of Cities representative, to review transit security
needs and establish a reasonable and efficient countywide plan. Staff invited BOS participation on this
committee pursuant to the BOS’ concern that they be involved in the planning process.

CONGESTION MANAGEMENT PROGRAM

Staff introduced the transit element of the CMP for final review by the BOS. Also, staff reviewed
Appendix B - Transit Route List and Monitoring Form and instructions on completing the form.

LACTC staff solicited input on proposed eligibility criteria, application scoring and ranking of projects,
etc.

BOS requested a "realistic" schedule for the 1993-94 call for projects, including, (I) consistent criteria
in weighting projects, (2) representation when reviewing project proposals, and application requirements
for previously funded demonstration projects.

FINAL FY 1992-93 SECTION 9 APPORTIONMENTS

Staff informed the BOS that Los Angeles County’s share of the FY 1993 final Section 9 apportionment
has been reduced by approximately $11.7 million ($10.2 capital, $1.5 operating) below the estimated
funding mark. In an effort to retain current projects programmed in the FY ’93 TIP, staff is
recommending to mitigate the shortfall by reallocating prior year capital reserves (approx. $90 million),
to be repaid out of FY ’94 See. 9 funds.

In response to staff recommendation, BOS members briefly discussed cash flow issues and the possibility
of applying for FY 1993-94 ISTEA funds to mitigate the shortfall.

REVENUE VEHICLE REPLACEMENT STUDY

Staff informed the BOS that the formulas and workbook have been revised, however implementation of
model use has been postponed until FY 1995. Staffalso reported that the schedule on training individuals
in application and use of the model still remains the same.

MERGER STEERING COMMITTEE ACTIVITIES

Item postponed until next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Staff notified the BOS that the FY 93-95 SRTP has been revised to include all Prop C/ISTEA "fast track"
projects, plus the FY ’93 approved projects, and submitted to SCAG for a public hearing scheduled on
December 3, 1992. Staff also indicated that the Prop C Discretionary Grant MOU’s are being reviewed
by County Counsel and upon full execution will be administratively amended into the TIP.

LACTC staff further informed BOS that Area Team Project Managers are currently collecting transit
ridership data to contribute to the candidate corridor evaluation process.

Lastly, the BOS requested a calendar of transit documents (i.e. claims, quarterly reports, audits, etc.) due
to the LACTC. Staff provided a partial list of items and will prepare an all inclusive list for distribution.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:20 p.m.

RELATIONSHIP TO THE 30-YEAR INTEGRATED TRANSPORTATION PLAN

Multi-year programming for all fthnding sources programmed by LACTC
will facilitate ~implementation of the 30-Year Integrated
Transportation Plan.

BUDGET IMPACT

The r~commended multi-year programming for the F¥ 1993-94 Call for
Projects does not impact the LACTC budget.

DISCUSSION

With the advent of more flexible funding and the need to develop
multi-modal transportation programs, LACTC has an opportunity to
program all funds over a longer time frame to ensure that we
maximize our dollars and achieve a balanced transportation system.
Currently, with a one or two year Call for Projects, various one
year State funding programs, a three year transit TIP and the seven
year STIP, we are somewhat limited in leveraging funds and maynot
be achieving the modal balance desired.

The recommended four year multi-year Call for Projects was designed
to match the 1991 ISTEA authorization period. The authorization
period ends in FY 1996T97. A chart indicating the funding programs
to be included in the Call for Projects and the time frame for all
programs is shown in Attachment A.

Flexibility With the Multi’Year Proqram

Staff proposes to issue a Call for Projects every two years making
the program a rolling multi-year program. The Commission action on
the Call for Projects will allocate funds for the first year of the
program only. A Commission allocation action will be required
annually. In the odd (interim) year, staff would conduct 
certification process to account for project readiness, funding
availability and potential reprogramming of projects. This process
allows the flexibility to reconsider project priorities at least
every two years with an annual adjustment.

The Commission will not be locked into a four year commitment to
any one project; rather, through the annual recertification
process and biannual Call for Projects, projects can be
reprogrammed, added, or deleted fromthe multi-year program.

A chart is attached showing the time frame for the existing and new
program of projects for each of the next three years (Attachment

Benefits of a Multi-Year Call for Projects

The focus of this process is on attracting the best projects
possible, without ~egard to funding sources, and prioritizing them.

With a prioritized list of projects, we can assign appropriate and
eligible funding sources and promote these projects at the state
and federal level.

The consolidation of funding sources through a unified Call for
Projects will reduce or eliminate "hit or miss" applications to
State and Federal agencies and reduce valuable staff time in
developing project applications, evaluating projects, and ranking
projects for individual funding programs. LACTC staff will target
the highest priority projects for a given funding source, work with
the applicants to complete the applications, and lobby external
funding agencies to make sure they are funded. Additional benefits
of this approach are listed in Attachment C.

Call for Projects Schedule

A schedule of key dates for the FY 1993-94 Four Year Call for
Projects is shown in Attachment D. This schedule reflects comments
received from last year’s project sponsors and review committees
regarding the time allowed for development of project applications
and for review and evaluation of project submittals. Both phases

of the process have been ~tended for this Call for Projects.

Benefits of a Multi-Year Call for ProjeCts

A multi-year Call for Projects has the following advantages:

o

Establishes a truly multi-modal program byallocating flexible
and "inflexible" funds through the same process.

Helps us to prioritize and fund "good" projects using a mix of
available resources rather than to try to create projects to
meet funding criteria.

o Provides a more competitive program of projects at the state
level resulting in better leveraging of state funds.

Facilitates the programming of large multi-year capital
projects while maintaining funding reserves for future year,
not-yet-defined projects.

Allows us to take advantage of federal funds not used by other
counties by having a program of ready projects that can be
advanced in the program.

6. Provides direction for long-range legislative strategies.

7. Permits better coordination of funding sources.

Avoids ad hoc, piecemeal planning and programming while
maintaining certain flexibility. Makes for more rational,
efficient and time saving approach to programming projects.
