This enables us to maintain continuity of referring to the
Red Line for subsequent extensions of the subway system and
to turn over the Orange Line name to Orange County to work
into a regional rail system.

For the Corridor Population and Employment Density
criteria, population density will be calculated
for a 1/2-mile distance as well as a 2-mile
distance on either side of the proposed transit
line.

The project readiness criteria will be highlighted
and the relationship between local support and
project readiness will be noted.

Direct staff to prepare corridor evaluations for
PMIC review in February, 1993 and Commission
action in March, 1993.
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o Authorize staff to evaluate the Crenshaw Corridor
and the Santa Monica Boulevard Corridor for
possible inclusion as Fundable Plan Candidate
Corridors in March, 1993.

Ms. Bacharach indicated that the following recommendation
was inadvertently left off the committee recommendations:

o A criteria of residential density of transit
stations.

Ms. Hathaway-Francis indicated that there had been questions
raised by many of the cities, including the two requests
that came from the San Gabriel Valley regarding Candidate
Corridors selection criteria.

Carol Inge of staff answered questions of the Commission.
After the discussion between Ms. Hathaway-~Francis and Ms.
Inge, it was agreed that they would add language to the
questions raised as follows:

o The congestion criteria will state that inter-
county trips are to be included.

o Under the System Connectivity criteria, staff will
identify if a candidate corridor is a gap closure.

8. Metro Blue Line Connector Preliminary Planning Study -
Approval of Contract and Review of Project Schedule

The PMIC recommended the Commission approve the selection of
the consultant team including Cordoba Corporation, Gruen
Associates, Sverdrup Corporation, Mayer Mohaddes Associates,
Transmetrics Inc., and Manual Padron and Associates to
conduct a Preliminary Planning Study for connecting the
Metro Blue Line's Pasadena and Long Beach Segments through
the downtown area.

Mr. Hertzberg expressed his concerns on the issue of studies
and stated he remained in opposition to this recommendation.

Ms. Bacharach stated that this issue was discussed at length
at the PMIC meeting and the issue resolved and the study
should move forward.

Mr. Ralph De La Cruz, and Mr. Jim de la Loza of staff were
present to answer gquestions of the Commission. Discussion
continued.

(DBE) Program Predicate Study

The LISC recommended that the Commission award and execute
a contract with Darryl E. Green and Associates/Triaxial
Management Systems as prime contractors, in association with
Minority Business Enterprises Legal Defense and Education
Fund (MBELDEF); Kensington Systems, Inc.; Valencia,
Maldonado and Echeveste; E.W. Moon; and, Kumamoto Associates
for the not-to-exceed amount of $628,650 dollars to conduct
a predicate study. This contract will be for a total of S
months with a report due at the end of Phase 1, the 5th
menth.

The committee also made a recommendation to award and
execute a contract with Robert Singleton and Associates to
perform the project management oversight of the Predicate
Study on behalf of the Commission in the not-to-exceed
amount of $105,000 dollars.

Mayor Bradley addressed the Commission on the above-
referenced item.

Wil Barrantes of staff answered gquestions of the Commission
and stated that staff had pulled item 10b, the contract with
Robert Singleton and Associates.

Mayor Bradley moved approval of the first consultant and
instructed staff to delete the second consultant, which was
seconded by Mr. Hertzberg. Further discussion followed.

FY 1992-1993 Prop C/ISTEA Funding Recommendations

The PMIC and FPC recommended approval of the following
recommendations:

1.

Project Evaluation Criteria - In future "Call for
Projects" apply consistent criteria throughout the
project evaluation and selection process and be clear
in the application material on the criteria to be used.
If in fact, criteria or weighting is to be changed,
those changes are to be approved by the appropriate
policy body.

TSM Workshop - Commission staff should schedule and
conduct a workshop for Commissioners on the TSM
Program, including the Caltrans program, Smart Streets,
and the proposed project involving the use of
helicopters. All other freeway items are approved
except the Major Incident Management Program which is
to be held in abeyance pending the TSM workshop and
further Commission review.

Cost Over-Rung - LACTC should establish a clear policy
that local FY 1992-93 grant recipients will not be
given any preference for cost over-runs. Cost
increases are to be borne by the applicant. The
proposed terms and conditions for the funding grants
will be presented to the Commission in November.

Angel's Flight - The Commission's one-time commitment
to the Angel's Flight Project is capped at $800,000 and
will not be increased in the future.
