Mr. Jerry Premo and Rick Richmond, repre-
senting LACTC, appeared before the Board. Mr.
Premo stated that L.A. County is being short-
changed on Proposition 5 funds, but that AB-1429
could provide L.A. County with 25% of Proposition
5 funds. He also felt that the 1 for 1 local
match provision was a problem.

He stated that the bill had passed out of
the Assembly Transportation Committee with the
understanding that further amendments would be
made, and the bill now goes to the Ways and
Means Committee in June. He stated that we do
need the bill, and felt the amendments are
necessary in order to get the appropriate
Proposition 5 moneys and to allow the banking
for three years. He also felt that there was
still the opportunity to work with the author

regarding the amendments.
