Gene ral Nanager Gilstrap reported that the District could

concur in pages 1 to 7 of the Task Force report but that "Ie

cannot concur in the criticisms of the EFA that follOi"l in the
report , especially vrith respect to the criticism of the EFA
negative automobile incentives.

The matter of the District signing the Task Force report

if the report were amended to remove the areas in which the

District dtsagreed was discussed. It was the consensu~ that

this should not be a part of the resolution but should the

report be amended to remove those portions with '1hich the

District did not agree , the General Manager would then be

authorized to sign the report.
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After further discussion, the vote was called for, and

the following resolution was unanimously adopted:

Rapid Transit District Board of Directors c.oes hereby
adopted the attached policy statement (attached to
these l.1:inutes as Exhibit 2 and does hereby request
that this resolutTon an(. he policy ' statement accompany
and become an attach~ent to the Local Agency Task Force
report dated July 30 , 1973;
