California Rapid Transit District met at a Special Meeting in
the Distriet Board Room, 1060 South'Broadway, Los Angeles,
California at 1:00 p.m. on November 30, 1973, at which time.
President Thomas G. Neusom called the meeting to order.

WHEREAS, a new Busway access ramp at Del Mar Avenue in
the City of San Gabriel is now completed and will accommodate
service originating in cities west of E1 Monte, such as Arcadia,
Temple City, Rosemead and San Gabriel, to utilize the Busway for
expedited rush hour service; and



WHEREAS, this Board of Directors meeting as a "Committee

of the Whole' on November 30, 1973 considered and concurred in

the General Manager's report dated November 29, 1973, a copy of
which is filed with the Secretary, recommending modification of
Line Nos. 52-Los Angeles-Alhambra-Temple City Limited Service,
53-Los Angeles-El Monte via Valley Boulevard, 63-Los Angeles-

General Manager Gilstrap presented to the Meeting his
report dated November 29, 1973 entitled "Proposed District
Response to Energy Crisis".

The report outlined proposed District responses to the
energy crisis and the fact that the next four items on the
Agenda included immediate action proposals for consideration

by the Board, including:



d.

Immediate action energy crisis transit
information program

Immediate call.for bids for the purchase of
300 new buses

Expansion of present ARCO Subscription service;
and

Authorization to establish additional subscription
services. '

The report also covered other actions and recommendations

which would be brought to the Board in the near future for con-

sideration, including the near-term bus improvement programn,

other transit improvements and suggestions for funding such

programs.

A copy of the General Manager's report dated November 29,

1973 is attached to these Minutes as Bxhibit L,

Approval of Reguisitions No. 3399-461 and Authorization to

Call for Bids Covering the Purchnase of 300 Air Conditioned

47-51 Passenger “rensit Buses

Director Eyraud, Chairman of the Surface Operations

Committee, reported that Requisition No. 3399-461 covering

the purchase of 300 new buses had been reviewed and recom-

ﬁended for approval by both a Special Purchasing Committee,

as required by Section 8.3 G of the Rules and Regulations,

and the Board meeting as a Committee of the Whole at meeting

this morning.



He stated that the energy crisis is resulting in a growing
dermand for public transportation services, that the staff has
reconmended the purchase of 300 additional units as soon as
possible and that the purchases afe'funded un@er UMTA grants.

He further reported tbat 100 of thé buses would be Lr-
passenger units with interurbdn type seating for use on the
Express Busway, with the other 200 units being standard 51-
passenger vehicles. Some minor changes have been included in
the specifications to give the buses a new and improved appear-
ance, that some changes have been made in the brake system
requirements ahd that the specifications'are in draft form
with some minor technical modifications being necessary prior
to submission to UMTA for concurrénce. It is proposed to invite
bids in three lots of 100 each, with delivery dates varying from
seven to nine months.

Director Eyraud thereupon moved approval of Reguisition
No. 3399-461 and authorization of the Purchasing Agent to call

for bids covering the purchase of 300 buses, at an estimated

cost of $14,400,000.00, as outlined in the General Manager's

report dated November 29, 1973, & copy of which is filed with

the Secretary, which motion was duly seconded.

Director ?akei reported that Mayor Bra@ley had reservations
about this order of 300 new buses bending study of other types
of equipment. It was pointed out that this purchase is under
an UMTA grant which has been approved for someltime and the
-funds are avallable. '

Mr. Graham Smith, representing Mayor Bradley's office,
appeared before the Board and inquifed as to whether this
purchase would jeopardize the overall transit planning in
Los Angeles and, speaking on behalf of the Mayor, stated
that we need services to provide such things as short intra-
neighborhood lines, and again inquired as to whether or not
this present proposal affects the long-range rapid transit
planning programs., He was advised that this purchase had
been funded for some time, that these buses are in essence
being purchased as normal replacemenﬁs aﬁd would not affect
the long-range rapid transit’planning program.

Director Takei inquired as to whether the matter could
be carried over in view of the Mayor's concern. It was pointed
out that there is a 45-day_bidding period which gives us plenty
of time to resolve and explain the issues fo the Mayor.

| Director Hugh Carter moved that the motion be amended to
request UMTA for approval to provide an option in the bid request

for the purchase of 300 additional buses for future delivery,

which amendment was concurred in by Director Eyraud who had
made the original motion.

UMTA Project No..CA-03-0049 and in Authorization for Expend-
iture No. 510 approved by the Board of Directors on November

7, 1972;

3399-461 covering the purchase of 300 air conditioned transit
buses at an estimated cost of $14,400,000.00, including sales
tax and delivery, together with the bid requirements and
specifications attached thereto, be and the same is hereby

Approval of Energy Crisis Transit Information Program

General HManager Gilstrap presented to the Meeting his
report dated November 30, 1973 entitled "Energy Crisis Trans-
it Information’, which report made_récommendations for an

immediate action program as a result of the energy crisis,

including:
a. Major media transit information program, including
re~establishment of the El Monte Busway marketing
pI‘OD c.u , .

b. Printed timetable distribution program

c. Expanded public information program, including a
regional telephone and information center at the
E1l Monte Station, a mobile information team and a
moplle information center by converting a new look
bus to provide transit information at shopping
centers, etc., and

d. Transit incentive program by establishing a special
"RTD Sunday Sample Day" and a proposal to expand
Subscription services.

The total estimated cost of the entire program for the

balance of the 1973-74 Fiscal Year is $498,000, of which
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$150;OOO is included in the budget, aﬁd an additional annual
cost of $138,000 for added personnei (9 positions) not included
in the budget. Mr. Gilstrap reported that since some of the
proposed programs could not start immediately, the estimated
cost for the balance of the 1973—74_Fisca1 Year would be approxi-
mately $82,000 for the additional personnel. - He further reported
that the establishment of the additional nine positions would be
brought back to the Board for‘review at its next meeting.

A copy of the General Manager's report dated November 30,
1973 is attached to these Minutes as Exhibit 5.

Director McMillan moved adoption of the General Manager's
report, which motion was seconded by Director Gregory.

Director Melillan suggested fhat banks be contacted regarding
- helping the District in portions of the program, and that our
advertising agency should help to improve our'public image and
turn around some of the bad image that has’ been generated. He
further sdggested presentations simiiar to those made to the
Board on November 17 by the staff, with the help of our advertising
agency, and make these presentations to business and public officials.

Mr. Gilstrap reported that we probably will noﬁ be able to
get the Spécial Fare Prégrém day until in January and,that'buSiness
firms, chambers of commerce, departmént sﬁores’and others would be

contacted to help out on the program.
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-The matter of whether the'Speciai Fare program day
should be held on a Sunday, a light.riding day, or a Satur-
day was discussed. On inquiry, the staff made a rough
estimate that conducting this program on a Saturday would
result in a revenue loss of $60,000? rather than the $30,000
estimated for a Sunday..

Director Baldonado inquired as to whether or not we

should wait until next month end see what happens in the
fuel crisis, and also should we wait until the salary and
organizational study and the telephone information study
are completed. Mr. Gilstrap replied that our information
service 1s flooded so the need is'nowvand, further, this
is not a solution to the telephoﬁe information program and
probably should not wait. He also stated that he is reluc-
- tant to wait for the management study to be cbmple%ed because
the proposed program does not involve high level management
personnel.and should not be in confiict with the consultant's
report.

Director Hugh Carter observed that there isn't much-time
before the election next November and we must get oﬁr message
to the pubiic and that'porfions of the proposed program might
even help the telephone information. problem

Director Ejraud stated thuu before spending $150 000 on
our Busway information program, we should work out the problem

of priority circulation on the city streets in downtown Los
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Angeles. Mr. Gilstrap reported that plans had been submitted
to the City of "Los Angeles in Deceﬁber of 1972 and we have not
yvet heard from the City. The City Traffic Engineer has been
instructed to work on this program and he has submitted a plan
for priority treatment on a small section of downtown streets
but would not recommend it, so we are at a stalemate with the
City of Los Angeles.

Director Eyraud thereupon moved that the E1 Monte Busway
information portion of the program be excluded for implementa-~
tion until the matter of the circulation of buses on downtown
streets problem is resolved with the Clty of Los Angeles,
which motion was duly seconded.

Mr. Howard Watts, 1021 Nortﬁ Mariposa Street, Los Angeles,
appeared before the Board to oppose the program and stated there
is a more urgent need to improve bus service fathef than spend
money on a program like this.
| Mr. bave Ellengen, representinﬁ Congressman Barry Goldwater,
Jr., spoke in favor of retaining thé E1 Monte Busway information
program in the plan for implementaﬁion at this‘time.

Mr. Gilstrap renorted that in connection with the prlntlng
of tlmetables and construction of tlmetable racks, it.was
necessary to authorize the Purcha51ng Agent to call for bids.

Director McMillan moved that his original motion be

amended to authorize the Purchasing Agent to call for bids



covering the printing of timetables aﬁ an estimated cost
of $180,000, together with a call for bids covering the
construction of necessary timetable racks at an estimated
cost of $6,000, which motion was duly seconded.

After further discussion, the question was called for
and the following resolution was unanimously adopted:

RESOLUTION NO. R-73-363

RESOLVED, that the report of the General Manager
dated November 30, 1973 entitled "Energy Crisis Transit
Information", a copy of which is attached to these
Minutes as Exhibit 5, be and the same is hereby adopted
in its entirety, except that porticn of the report with
respect to the El1 Monte Busway information program, the
cost of which is estimated to be $150,000.00 for the
balance of the 1973-74 Fiscal Year, is withheld for
implementation until the problem of circulation of
District buses on downtown Los Angeles streets is
resolved with the City of Los Angeles;

RESOLVED FURTHER, that the Purchasing Agent be

and he hereby is authorized to czll for bids covering the

printing of timetables at an estimated cost of $1.80,000.00

and the purchase of timetable racks at an estimated cost

of $6,000.00, as ocutlined in Exhibit 5 attached hereto,

with form of bid requirements and spccifications subject

to approval of the General Counsel.

Following adoption of the resolution, Director Eyraud
inquired if the estimated cost to print timetables of $180,000
was somewhat high. Director of Public Informaticn Gregory
reported that there are 95 individual timetables, some with four
or five lines on them, and 1t is estimated that we will require
250,000 coples of each timetable over the 90~day program period.

Mrs. Laura Ingman, a member of the League of Women Voters
but appearing as a private citizen, complimented the Board for

adoption of the programs in connection with the energy crisis

and the service expansions being made. She suggested that some



of the program be devoted to the public schools in teaching

the students how to ride the bus, etc.

Approval of Establishment of Additional Atlantic Richfield
Subeidized Commuter Service Lines 500, 501 and 511

After discussion, on motion of Director McMillan, Chair-
man of the Advance Planning & Marketing Committee, seconded
and unanimously carried,the following resolution was adopted:

RESOLUTION NO. R-73-36L

WHEREAS, under Resolution No. R-73-347 adopted
November 20, 1973, the agreement between the District and
Atlantic Richfield Company covering the subsidy of employee
commuter service was extended, the continuation of Line
Nos. 502, 503, 504, 505, 506, 507, 508, 509 and 510 was
approved, and the Erice of $ﬁOLOO for the monthly pass
was increased to $45.00; and

WHEREAS, it is now proposed to operate three
additional services; namely, Lines 500 - La Mirada,
Line 501 - Anaheim-Fullerton and Line 511 - Chatsworth-
Granada Hills-Mission Hills, with Lines 500 and 501 to
be operated as a combination route with a proposed min-
imum of 35 passengers, from La Mirada at the regular
445,00 per month per passenger basis and from Anaheinm-
Fullerton at the rate of $60.00 per month per passenger,
with a minimum of 15 passengers on the extended portion
of the service between La Mirada and Anaheim-Fullerton,
and Line 511 to be operated from the Chatsworth-Granada . -
Hills-Mission Hills areas at the regular $45.00 per month
