Introduction of New Directors

Vice-President Neusom introduced Directors Julian Burke

Award of Contract to the Firm of Gumpertz/Bentley /Fried/Scottas the District t s Advertising Agency

Director McMillan , Chairman of the Advance Planning

& l-1arketing Committee , reported on the events leading up

to the selection of the t'\'lO finalist firms to represent the

District as its advertising agency of record, with the two

finalist firms being Rullman & Munger, the agency i'lhich has



represented the District for the past seven years , and the

firm of Gumpertz/Bentley /Fried/Scott. He further reported

that after hearing presentations by four finalist firms on

August 3, 1973, the Advance Planning & Marketing Committee

by a vote of 3 to 2 had recommended the retention of the

firm of Gumpertz/Bentley/Fried/Scott to represent the District,

with the other two Committee members voting for the firm of

Rullman & Munger. As a result of this split recommendation,

the two finalist firms made presentations following the

August 21 , 1973 Board Meeting for the benefit of the Board

Members wlo had not heard the August 3 presentat~ons.
He further stated that, except for a few make-up

advertisements , the District' s advertising program has been

at a virtual standstill pending the retention of an advertising
agency as a resul t of this in-depth review.

Director McMillan concluded his statement by stating

that , sinl~e a report and recommendation was 6riginally made
by the Advance Plfu-ming & Marketing Committee , he moved that

the firm of Gumpertz/Bentley /Fried/Scott be retained as the

District' s advertising agency of record and the General
Manager be authorized to execute an agreement with that firm

for a one-year period from date of contract, w. i th an option

for a one-year extension upon mutual agreement , with the

agreement providing for the standard commissions and with
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no guaranteed minimQm, with form of contract subject to

approval of the General Counsel, which motion was duly

seconded.

Director Eyraud stated that he felt the firm of Rullman

& Munger had done a good job representing the District

including a large amount of free advertising, and was in favor

of retaining that firm.

Former Director Herbert H. Krauch appeared before the

Board and read a prepared statement recommending retention of

the firm of Rullman & Munger. Copies of Mr. Krauch' s statement

were distributed to all Directors , and a copy is filed with

the Secretary.

General Counsel Po'r'rers was asked if the agency retained

could spend more than is included in the budget or the cont:~act

to which :Mr. POi'lerS replied that they could spend more but 1';re

would not pay the excess.

Director Brewster stated that we certainly are not

censuring or discrediting the present firm s performance , but

that public agencies coIT~only practice rotation of their
professional firms to obtain the best professional services

available , that until we work with another firm we would have

no basis of' comparison , that 'we are looking for fresh ideas
and, therefore , supported the recommendation of the Advance

Planning & Marketing Committee.



Vice-President Neusom reported that our two new

Directors (Julian Burke and Victor M. Carter) were given
the material supplied by the two finalist agencies, and that

they had an opportunity to examine and familiarize themselves

wi th the material in order that they might participate in the

Board' s action today.

After further discussion , the question "iaS called for

and the following resolution was adopted, with Directors Eyraud

and Price voting "No.

Consideration of Matters Relating to Rapid Transit Development

Manager of Planning & Marketing McDonald reported on

the five community meetings which have been held to date to

receive public input regarding the consultants f recornmendations

on rapid transit and bus improvements. It is planned to

schedule two meetings a week for the next several months

with the purpose being to get feedback from public agencies

and the public. He reported that many communi ties are

requesting supplementary lines, and that written reports
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of these meetings will be fo~~arded to all Board Members.

We are averaging about 65 people per meeting ",ith the present
format and the staff is working on methods of getting more

information to the public and receiving more feedback.

Director Price reported that based on only the beginning

of the public meetings in, which he has participated, it is

apparent that some other corridors should be considered before

final adoption of the plan next January, and recommended that

the follouing four should be considered by the staff and

consultants , with no priority as to order of construction:
